I object to the re-zoning of the land for this development. The Congewai Catchment remains a fragile ecosystem and the imposition of 700 houses in the area is inappropriate on both environmental and infrastructure grounds. Please find below the main reasons for

rejecting the  development.

· There is no comprehensive Greenhouse gas emission study as set out in the Director General’s Requirements

· There is no draft Voluntary Planning Agreement as set out in the Director General’s Requirements

· There are no plans to contribute towards the conservation offsets and management plans have not been put in place. 

· Some of the urban run off detention ponds are within the conservation offset. These  should not be included in the conservation zone

· Much of  Paxton development is within the long established Hunter Water Odour Buffer Zone. There should be no housing development in this area
